Parry O'Brien was an Olympic shot-put 

champion. Parry's father tells this story 

about his son. 

 One day in high school, Parry took sec-

ond place in a school meet. He was con-

vinced that he could throw the shot bet-

ter, but he couldn't figure out what he 

was doing wrong. At three o'clock the next morning, 

Parry's father was awakened from sleep by a series 

of strange thuds outside. He went to the window to 

see what in the world was going on. There under the 

streetlight was Parry, throwing the shot. His father 

called out to him, "What on earth are you doing at 

this hour?" Parry replied, "I was lying awake trying 

to figure out what it is that I was doing wrong. I got 

an idea, and I couldn't wait until morning to try it 

out." 

This story makes an important point. It's the same 

point that Jesus preached about in the towns and vil-

lages he visited. Jesus says; "The children of this 

world are more prudent in dealing with their own 

generation than are the children of light." In other 

words, Jesus is saying that worldly people are more 

willing to sacrifice for worldly goals than Christians 

are for Christians goals. 

The story of Parry O'Brien and the words of Jesus 

are not intended to shame or to embarrass us. Rather, 

they are intended to encourage and to inspire us.

It is to bring peace to those who are dis-

turbed. It is to bring happiness to those who are sad. 

It is to bring the light of the Gospel to those who 

walk in darkness. It is to bring the good news 

of Jesus Christ to the people of our world. 

The story of Parry O'Brien and the words of 

Jesus, are intended to inspire us. They are in-

tended to remind us of the great calling and the 

great goal that we have as Christians.
