From I-64 

From I-64 take Exit 175, Rt 288 South (World War II Veterans Memorial Highway) for approx 8.25 miles 

to Hugenot Trail. 

Turn Left onto Hugenot Trail at the end of the ramp and follow for less than 1 mile.  

Turn Right onto Winterfield Rd. and follow for approximately 0.5 miles. (See GPS Warning) 

Turn Right onto Founders Bridge Blvd. Follow Founders Bridge Blvd, and the club house will be on your 

Right. 

 

From Hotel (Travel Time – approximately 15 minutes) 

From hotel parking lot turn Right onto Koger Center Blvd and follow to Hugenot Rd. 

Turn Right onto Hugenot Rd and follow for less than 1 mile  

Turn Left onto Robius Rd. and follow for approx 4.25 miles, (Robius Rd. will become Hugenot Trail). 

Turn Left onto Winterfield Rd. and follow for approx 0.5 miles. (See GPS Warning) 

Turn Right onto Founders Bridge Blvd. Follow Founders Bridge Blvd. and the club house will be on your 

Right. 

 

GPS Warning 

The intersection of Winterfield Rd and Hugenot Trail has been relocated and your GPS may not know 

this.  

If traveling Eastbound on Hugenot Trail (Directions from I-64) your GPS may tell you to turn where there 

is no road. Continue Eastbound on Hugenot Trail and Winterfield Rd will be on your right in about 0.25 

miles. 

If traveling Westbound on Hugenot Trail (Directions from the Hotel) Your GPS may have you drive past 

Winterfield Rd before telling you to turn. Watch for Winterfield Rd as you approach the intersection.
