The Virginia State Council will conduct short training sessions throughout the State during August
and September. These sessions begin at 9 a.m. and conclude by noon. They will focus on the
interests of the regional districts and councils including Membership, Programs, Administration
(forms/reports, ceremonials/meetings, etc.), and concurrent training for Financial Secretaries.
General Question and Answer session and small group opportunities will be offered in addition to
seminar-type presentations.

Purpose:
(1) To supplement training presented at the Pre-Organizational Meeting and the Organizational

Meeting, (affording follow-ups for items that may not have been fully digested by the new officers
due to the volume of information. Some topics may have seemed abstract earlier, but now specific
gquestions may exist as councils and districts are executing their plans).

(2) To assist officers who were unable to attend the prior sessions due to scheduling conflicts.

(3) To provide a leadership development opportunity for council members, committee chairs, and
other officers not normally attending State meetings to interact and ask questions as part of their
development as future leaders in the Order.

Attendees may find it helpful to bring their copies of the FS handbook, the DD, or GK Training
Binders as appropriate.

Schedule: Sessions will be held in the North, Central, East, West, and Southwest portions of the
State. The sites have been selected (with the gracious, fraternal cooperation of Host District
Deputies and Grand Knights) so that councils are within a 90 minute drive or less of the site.
Dress for the training is casual, Council, State, or similar shirts are appropriate.
